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Dear Friends:
It is an honor to represent Maine in the United States Senate.  I am grateful for the trust the people of our State have placed in me and welcome this opportunity to reflect on 2020, an incredibly challenging year for Maine families, small businesses, and communities. 

When the pandemic struck, our country faced the specter of an overwhelmed health care system and devastation to our small businesses and the millions of people they employ.  I immediately worked with Republicans and Democrats to pass multiple laws allocating approximately $3 trillion to respond to this public health and economic crisis, including more than $8 billion directed to Maine to support testing, schools, the economy, and other purposes — that is nearly double Maine’s annual state budget.

I am especially proud of the bipartisan Paycheck Protection Program (PPP) I co-authored. This program has provided three out of four Maine small businesses with nearly $2.3 billion in forgivable loans, which has helped sustain more than 250,000 Maine jobs.  I have met thousands of Maine small employers and employees in all 16 counties who are surviving because of the PPP.  As one small business owner told me, the PPP provided “exactly what we needed at exactly the right time.” The PPP also allowed employers to maintain benefits, such as health care, during this challenging time. Another round of PPP is needed to sustain small businesses and their employees. 

While the pandemic continues across Maine, our nation, and the world, I thank the first responders, health care professionals, teachers, grocery store employees, factory workers, farmers, truck drivers, postal employees, and so many others who continue to stay on the job during this difficult time. With the deployment of the first vaccines, better tests, and the incredible speed with which these life-saving responses were developed, I am hopeful we can emerge from this crisis in the next few months.

While providing relief to American families was my focus throughout 2020, other accomplishments include the passage of the Great American Outdoors Act, which provides full funding of the Land and Water Conservation Fund and addresses the maintenance backlog at our national parks, forests, and wildlife refuges. As Chairman of the Transportation Appropriations Subcommittee, in 2020 alone, I secured $132 million to improve Maine’s roads, bridges, airports, buses, rail, ferries, and seaports. Finally, as Chairman of the Aging Committee, I led the reauthorization of the Older Americans Act, which funds programs that improve the well-being, independence, and health of our nation’s seniors and their caregivers, and I authored laws to reduce the cost of prescription drugs and protect individuals with Alzheimer’s disease. 

As the end of 2020 is approaching, I have cast more than 7,535 votes, never having missed one. In the New Year, my focus remains to work with colleagues to find common ground on policies to help support the health and safety of Mainers and the safe, responsible opening of our communities. If ever I or my staff can be of assistance to you, please do not hesitate to contact one of my state offices. May the coming year be a successful one for you, your family, your community, and our state.

Dear Eagle Lake Neighbors:

Thank you for the opportunity to continue to represent the residents of Eagle Lake in the 129th Legislature. It is truly an honor to serve our community. This legislative session took an unusual turn as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic. While the second session of the Legislature generally runs through mid-April, the Presiding Officers made the decision to end our session on March 17. This was done in an effort to adhere to the Center for Disease Control's social distancing guidelines and to keep staff, constituents and our communities safe.

Before adjourning, my colleagues and I passed emergency legislation to help Mainers through the evolving COVID- 19 crisis. Among other things, we included provisions to temporarily expand unemployment insurance benefits; empower the state Department of Education to waive certain school-day requirements and ensure students continue to receive needed meals while schools are closed; allow remote participation in municipal meetings; establish a consumer loan guarantee program to help eligible Mainers access low- or no-interest loans; and authorize the Governor to prohibit utilities from terminating residential electric and water service during this period. We additionally designated at least $11 million in state funding to further respond to COVID-19.

In addition to our COVID-19 efforts, the Legislature passed a $73 million supplemental budget that raised rates for direct health care providers, increased the state's pre-k-12 education contribution by $38 million, invested in transportation projects and more, all while adding another $17.4 million to the "Rainy Day Fund." We also passed a bond in the amount of $105 million for transportation needs and $15 million for broadband access. This will be sent to voters in July for final approval. We passed an affordable housing tax credit that will help us build 1,000 more affordable housing units over the next eight years. We put new safeguards in place to prevent tragedies like last year's devastating explosion in Farmington. And we passed a package of health care bills aimed at driving down costs and increasing accessibility for all Mainers.

There is certainly more we'd like to do, and it is our intention to return to Augusta and pick up the bills we were not able to finish once it is safe to do so. Until then, I am proud of what we have been able to accomplish for Maine people. Please contact me if I can be of any help to you and your family, or if you want to discuss any legislation. I fully welcome your questions and feedback.

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 As we look back on our previous year, I can say that we faced a number of challenges in our community. Perhaps none of them had a bigger impact than the COVID-19 virus. It interrupted the way we did things and forced us to adapt how we interacted with the public and how we conducted the business of the Town of Eagle Lake. The operations at the town office were challenged by the virus. We went from an open lobby to a drop box and went to an appointment based lobby as the Covid numbers increased in Aroostook County. Our challenge was to determine how to conduct the business of the town and maintain a safe environment for our residents and staff.  To help us meet that challenge we turned to ZOOM Video-Conferencing to allow our Boards and Committees to conduct meetings while practicing social distancing. We also added  
the ability to accept debit and credit cards at the town office.  This offers our residents another payment option and adds to our online options. 
            One casualty of the COVID-19 virus was the recreation program. There was a major concern over a number of children coming together to participate in summer recreation programs and the possibility that one child could unknowingly cause the virus to spread to multiple families. The Board cancelled the summer recreation program out of caution and concern for the spread of the virus in our community. The goal was to see if the numbers would be under control and see if we could have a successful winter recreation program. Unfortunately, a spike in COVID-19 cases in Aroostook County lead to the canceling of the winter recreation program. On the plus side, we were able to keep the winter snow shoe trails open and we saw a number of people enjoying them as part of their personal winter recreation activities. Another plus was that we had our second Annual Pumpkin Carving Event. Despite the threat of rain, we saw a number of families come out and socially distance while enjoying a fun afternoon. 
The concerns for our residents prompted the cancelation of our annual town meeting and resulted in the annual municipal warrant be voted by referendum. The passing of the municipal warrant lowered the mil rate from 16.8 to 16.1. I was quite pleased with the high turnout of voters in the July Referendum and November Presidential Elections. I want to thank the number of people who came out and voted and the dedicated election workers for their efforts in another successful election. 
	As the year progressed we had a couple of personnel changes. We welcomed Apryl Gagnon to our town office team as the full time Deputy Town Clerk and Lisa Gatcomb as our part-time Deputy Town Clerk.  Michael Rochester stepped up to become our new Code Enforcement Officer. Selectmen Michelle Raymond and Louise Fournier had their term expire and decided not to rerun. Both Michelle and Louise were excellent Board members who were dedicated to serving our community.  Louise was a committed Board member and I really appreciated the time she took to assist me with interviewing potential employees. Michelle Raymond was one of the most devoted Board members that I have the pleasure of serving with. Her dedication to our community is evident by her serving over twenty years as a member of the Board of Selectmen and serving most of those years as the Board Chair.  I also want to congratulate Raymond Saucier and Brian Devoe on their successful election to the Board of Selectmen. 
	Despite the threat and chaos brought on by COVID-19, we were able to accomplish a number of projects to move our community forward. We continued with our work on Sly Brook Road. Another section was ditched and material was brought in to reshape the road. We replaced culverts on Old Main Street preparing the road to be repaved during the summer of 2021. New Welcome to Eagle Lake signs were installed, a new sign was installed at the Eagle Lake Town Office and the sign for the Town Office and Fire Station at the corner of Devoe Brook Road and Route 11 was updated as well. Street lights were added to Deprey Road and gravel, ditching and brushing was done on Gilmore Brook Road as part of our summer maintenance program.

	Eagle Lake Fire Chief Rene St. Onge brought to our attention that the 1987 International pumper developed a severe leak in its main water tank. Estimates for repair exceeded $ 40,000. As we were looking at options for repairing or replacing the unit we received notice that the Eagle Lake Volunteer Fire Department was awarded a F.E.M.A. Aid to Firefighters grant for $ 228,571 for Vehicle Acquisition to purchase a new pumper / tanker. This award was a god send and the timing could not have been better. Rene and the Eagle Lake Fire Department put a set of specs together for a new truck that would suit the needs of the Eagle lake Fire Department. They were presented to the Board of Selectmen and we went out to bid. After reviewing multiple bids, the bid from Mid-West  Fire was selected based on price and unit features. We are waiting for it to be built and expect it to arrive around December 2021.  
 	Another issue that we 	tackled on behalf of the Eagle Lake Fire Department was the issue of poor communications with dispatch due to the hills and valleys of the local terrain. This created numerous dead spots when trying to communicate with the Regional Communications Center in Houlton. Rene stated that we have always had these issues and he has learned how to adapt to them. Rene stated that he has volunteers that are also Fort Kent Firefighters. He often relies on their radios to communicate with Fort Kent and have Fort Kent relay information to Houlton. Looking for a way to upgrade communications, we determined that it makes sense to have an agreement in place to move our dispatch and emergency communications to Fort Kent, This eliminates the dead spots and offers our firefighters reliable communications when they are responding to emergencies in our community. We combined two grants to cover the costs of upgrading our communication equipment and align it with Fort Kent. The remaining grant funds were allocated to upgrading radios and pagers for the Fire Department. 
   	At this time I would like to recognize the dedicated staff that I have the pleasure to work with. Apryl Gagnon is our full time deputy clerk and recent hire Lisa Gatcomb is our part time deputy clerk. Chris Cote is our maintenance man who works on everything from keeping the town office clean, mowing our parks and water front, road work and maintains Pond Brook Estates. Fred Michaud assists Chris during the summer months. I want to say thank you and I appreciate the efforts that each of our employees do for our community. 
 	I also want to recognize Eagle Lake Fire Chief Rene St. Onge and the volunteers of the Eagle Lake Fire Department. I want to thank each of you for the hours of training you put in and for being there during our community’s time of need.
 	I also want to thank John Pelletier for his efforts as our Animal Control Office, Dr. Paul Pelletier for being our Health Officer, Dennis Cyr for being our Licensed Plumbing Inspector, Cyr Martin for being our Constable, Tamielee Sutherland for being our recreation director and newly appointed Michael Rochester for being our Code Enforcement Officer and Town Forester. I want to thank our Election Workers and all of our Board and Committee members. I want to thank the Eagle Lake Board of Selectmen for their efforts on behalf of our community. It has been a pleasure serving the citizens of Eagle Lake with you.

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Maine Law required that all vehicles 1995 and newer must have a title. When registering a vehicle for the first time, here is a brief list of common items that are required in order for the Town to process your registration:
· Current insurance card
· Old registration if transferring any excise tax credit
· Current mileage
· Bill of sale and seller’s title signed over to you (if private sale)
· Proof of sales tax paid and title application (if dealer sale)
For a renewal, bring your old registration, current insurance card and mileage.

When registering a recreational vehicle such as a boat, ATV, or snowmobile for the first time:
If Dealer Sale, bring the following items:
· Proof of sales tax paid
· Temporary registration
· Length and motor size (if you are registering a boat) If Private Sale, bring the following items:
· Bill of sale indicating the serial number and the seller’s name and address
· Length and motor size (if you are registering a boat)
· If trailer and boat purchased together - must separate cost of each on bill of sale
For a renewal, bring your old registration.

ALL FIRST TIME HUNTERS, archery included, that are 16 years of age and older, are required to complete a hunter safety course prior to being able to purchase a hunting or archery license.

Trainings are provided twice a month and monthly equipment checks are performed to ensure the equipment is in proper working order. These activities help keep our skills sharp to provide efficient and effective fire protection and rescue services to the communities.
 
  We have not had very many fundraisers this year due to COVID but we plan on getting back on track with this in the following year. We also plan on bringing back our Haunted Forest this year and hope to see you all there.  

We worked closely with the town manager and we were able to get a grant that enabled us to purchase a new 3,000 gallon pumper-tanker truck. This truck has been ordered and is being built to our specs. Our current fleet of trucks is getting old and worn-out. We really needed to address this issue before it affects our Department’s ability to serve the residents of our community. We would like to thank John Sutherland for all of his time and hard work to help us get this done. 

We were also very grateful in getting two grants for a communication upgrade that allowed us to now be dispatched from the Fort Kent PD. This is a big step in improving our response time and allows us to communicate better with our dispatch.  

	 I would like to thank the Board of Selectmen, Town Manager and office staff for their assistance throughout the year. I would also like to thank our newest volunteer firefighters for joining our Department, becoming involved and putting their community’s needs first. Fire Safety Tips from the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA):
1. Watch you’re cooking: Stay in the kitchen when you are cooking. If you must leave, even for a short time, turn off the stove.
2. Give space heaters space: Keep fixed and portable space heaters at least three feet from anything that can burn. Turn off heaters when you leave the room or go to sleep.
3. Smoke outside: Ask smokers to smoke outside. Have sturdy, deep ashtrays for smokers.
4. Keep matches and lighters out of reach of children: Keep matches and lighters up high, preferably in a cabinet with a child lock.
5. Inspect electrical cords: Replace cords that are cracked, damaged, have broken plugs or loose connections.
6. Be careful when using candles: Keep candles at least one foot from anything that can burn. Blow out candles when you leave the room or go to sleep.
7. Have a home fire escape plan: Make a home fire escape plan and practice it at least twice a year.
8. Install smoke alarms: Install smoke alarms on every level of your home, inside bedrooms and outside sleeping areas. Interconnect the alarms throughout the home. When one sounds, they all sound.
9. Test smoke alarms: Test smoke alarms at least once a month and replace conventional batteries once a year. Replace any smoke alarm that is more than 10 years old.
10. Install sprinklers. If you are building or remodeling your home, install residential fire sprinklers. Sprinklers can contain and may even extinguish a fire in less time than it would take for the fire department to arrive.
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The 2020 tax mil rate was set in July, 2020 at 16.10. This was down from 16.8 the previous year.  We collected an estimated 95.5% of assessed taxes by year end, June 30, 2021. Properties are taxed according to worth. This value is determined by the contracted Assessing Agent, Lewis Cousins.

Your value assessment is multiplied by the local tax rate or millage rate. Another common name is the municipalities “mil rate”. Mil rates are expressed as tenths of a penny, a tenth of a penny is also equal to 1/1000 of a dollar.  For example, 16.10 mils would translate to 16.10 tenths of a penny; a property assessed at $125,000, the property tax would be equal to $2,012.5

0.01610 x $125,000 = $2,012.50 in tax

Dear Friends,

2020 was a year unlike any in our lifetimes. Our state and nation dealt with unprecedented challenges--the
coronavirus pandemic, ensuing economic fallout, and a prolonged, heavily divisive campaign season each
took a significant toll on all of us. The worst part? In order to protect each other, we had to face these
challenges in isolation. But a new year represents new possibilities; a chance to take stock of what we’re
grateful for and focus on the opportunities in front of us. As we reflect back on 2020, we will remember
heartbreak and loss — but we cannot forget the shining rays of hope that broke through the darkness,
reminding us all that better days are ahead.

Throughout the pandemic, my top focus has been on bridging the partisan divide in Washington in order
to deliver desperately-needed relief for Maine people. Joined by colleagues last March, we pushed for
bipartisan negotiations to produce a strong bill that helped fellow Mainers, businesses, and institutions
weather this storm. In the weeks and months after the CARES Act passed, our team stayed in close contact
with people throughout the state to determine how we should adjust our response to best support our
citizens. Unfortunately, the aid provided by the CARES Act lapsed without Congressional action, leaving
too many families and businesses in limbo. I never stopped pushing for a bipartisan relief bill and, after
extensive negotiations, we ended the year on a good note by breaking the gridlock and passing new relief
legislation. This new bill isn’t perfect; in fact, it should just be the start our renewed response. As we
enter 2021 with a new administration and new Congress, we must fight for additional legislation to help
restore stability to our working families and rebuild our economy and public health infrastructure.

In the midst of this crisis, Congress did manage to accomplish a few successes that will outlast this awful
pandemic. Among these was the Grear American Outdoors Act, a bipartisan bill which was enacted into
law in August 2020 and will help address a $12 billion backlog at our national parks so future generations
of Americans can enjoy these beautiful lands and create lifelong memories. Also, as we learn more about
the recent hacks of our nation’s networks, there is help on the way: 27 of the cybersecurity
recommendations made by the Cyberspace Solarium Commission — which I co-chair with Republican
Congressman Mike Gallagher—made it into this year’s defense bill. While there is no guarantee that these
provisions would have prevented the massive hack, they will certainly improve our cyber defenses.

Despite the challenges, I’'m hopeful for the future. Vaccines are being distributed across our state —
starting with our healthcare heroes, who have sacrificed so much throughout this unprecedented
catastrophe and deserve our eternal gratitude. If there can be a silver lining from these challenges of 2020,
maybe it will be this: I hope that, in the not-so distant future, we will be able to come together physically
and we will be reminded of our love for each other. We have differences, without a doubt. But as Maine
people stepped up to support each other, we saw again and again that our differences pale in comparison
to the values we share. We are one state, and one community — and there is nothing we cannot or will not
do for each other. Mary and I wish you a happy and healthy 2021. We can’t wait to see you soon.
